St. Cecilia was born into an affluent Roman family in
the third century. Her name is included in the Roman
Canon alongside the names of other early Church
martyrs.

Tradition tells us that Cecilia converted to Christianity
and made a vow of virginity, but her parents forced
her into marriage with a pagan nobleman named
Valerian. On her wedding day, while instruments
played, Cecilia sang to God in her heart. It's one of
the reasons why Cecilia is known as the patroness of
music, musicians, and poets.

On their wedding night, Cecilia revealed to Valerian
her conversion to Christianity and her vow of virginity.
Valerian sought to understand the faith and converted
soon after he found out. His brother followed suit and
converted as well.

She has become a symbol of the Church’s conviction
that good music is an integral part of the liturgy, of
greater value to the Church than any other art.
Musical compositions are dedicated to her, and her
feast day is on November 22nd. She is also known as
Cecilia of Rome. She reminds us of the power of
music to praise God and to bring comfort to those who
are suffering.
